World class institutions, culture, 
recreation and location are some of the best of what Cleveland 

has to offer todayôs urban trekker. 
 

Tourist or native, there is always something new to discover 
just ahead.  For the native city dweller it may be around the 

next corner.  A hidden doorway or a changed storefront that is 
unnoticed in oneôs daily routine.   For the visitor everything is 

new.  So many new things to see, so little time to do it in.   
 

Whatõs a girl to do? 
 

Built on the success of its storied industrial past, Cleveland has 
a rich and varied array of venues for the modern traveler.  This 

issue of The Silver Squares Express will highlight some of 
these.  All attractions are within walking distance of or a short 

Rapid transit ride of either of the convention hotels, The 
Renaissance or Marriot Key Center.  While the convention is 

the main reason you are visiting Cleveland, you may have 
included some extra time to tour our city. 
 

One area that you are unlikely to visit is the Cleveland 

Industrial Valley.  Located south of the downtown core, this 
was the home of Clevelandôs steel and oil based industries.  

Today it is the home of a tableau representing the regionsô 
metamorphosis from its industrial based past to an information 

and service based future:  Steelyard Commons ï a retail area 
built on the grounds of Clevelandôs last functional steel mill.  It 

is truly a surreal site on a blustery and gray stormy day, when 
the mill is producing steel and the smoke stacks are belching

Updates 
As of the second week of February, the host hotel, Renaissance 

Cleveland Downtown, has SOLD OUT.  TAQC successfully 

sold the entire hotel inventory of two-bed and single-bed 
rooms.  TAQC is the only event being held at the Renaissance 

from July 3
rd
 - 6

th
.  Attendees will have a truly a comfortable 

and free use of the entire hotel.  All future reservations will be 

directed to TAQCôs contracted overflow hotel, the Marriott 
Cleveland Downtown at Key Center.  The convention 

committee had arranged for overflow rooms 4 years ago for just 
this situation.  Rates for those rooms are the same as for the 

host hotel.  Key Center Marriott is located one block from the 
Renaissance and is approximately a 10 minute walk from a 

room there to the Grand Ballroom of the Renaissance.  While 
there is a sufficient block of rooms at the Marriott, it is 

encouraged that you to reserve your room at Key Center 
Marriott as early as possible. 
 

Important Notice:  If you have an existing reservation at the 

Renaissance and for some reason are unable to use that room 
(hopefully you will not miss this milestone Convention), TAQC 

respectfully asks you to contact the board of TAQC at 
info@taqc.org  BEFORE you contact the Renaissance to cancel 

your reservation.  This way TAQC can insure the released room 
is redirected to a convention participant instead of being 

assigned to a random caller by the Renaissance.  Rooms 
released to the Renaissance are not redirected to TAQC but are 

made available to the general public on a first come basis.  
Contacting TAQC first allows the board to redirect these rooms

TAQC is still ranked Number 15 out of the top 70 ranked 2008

for the week of January 14 ï 18, 2008.  The magazine rates 

Cleveland conventions by number of attendees, their projected 
spending while in Cleveland and hotel room nights.  Crainôs 

projects that our attendees will spend $1,431,600 while here.  
Itôs nice to see our communityôs spending recognized. 
 

Looking at the other conventions making the list, TAQC was 
eclipsed by Number 1, a religious based event, at $72 million.  

TAQC at Number 15 ranked between Number 14, a University 
USA Wrestling event, at $742,500 and Number 16, a Society of 

Lubrication Engineers event, at $1,431,600.  Both were topped 

by a óMaterial Handling Showô at Number 2!  We are holding 
our own: neither squeezed by wrestlers nor lubricated out of 

positionédarn!

Public Square is considered the heart of the city.  Consisting 

of four quadrants, this outdoor space has been used for 

meeting space, celebrations, political rallies, Pride 

celebrations and concerts.  It is bounded by Clevelandôs 
three tallest skyscrapers, Terminal Tower, Key Center 

Tower and the BP Building.  The Renaissance Hotel sets on 

the southwest corner of Public Square and is part of the 

Terminal Tower/ Tower City complex.  Highlights on the 

Square include the Civil War Soldiers and Sailors 

Monument, Higbeeôs Department store (now vacant) made 

famous by the movie óA Christmas Storyô and the Old Stone 

Church.  Public Square is also the locus of the Greater 

Cleveland Regional Transit Authority (RTA), Clevelandôs 

public mass transportation.  The Rapid transit train terminals 

are on the lower concourse of the Tower City complex.  
Buses load from Public Square. 

 

Several distinct districts populate the downtown core.  These 

include Tower City, The Arcades, East Fourth Street 

Entertainment District, Playhouse Square, The Mall, and the 

Warehouse District, the Flats, the Waterfront, the West Side 

Market / West 25th Street district and the Gateway Sports 

Complex.   During weekday business hours there are a 

myriad of other vibrant micro districts that exist solely to 

service business workers.  The downtown core is easily 

walkable.   Exceptions are the Flats and the Waterfront.  

These are accessible by the RTA Waterfront Rapid train. 
 

Letôs look at some of the highlights from each of these 

areas.   

 

 

 
 

 
Tower City  
 

 
 
Tower City center began life as the concourse level of the 

Terminal Tower.  There were a few shops and restaurants 

and the Rapid transit train concourse but little else.  
Terminal Tower and the now Tower City Center were built 

on air rights over the existing passenger train terminal.  The 

complex itself is built on a series of bridges that house the 

train lines.   
 

Tower City has a number of specialty shops and restaurants 

including the Hard Rock Café, a food court, US Post Office, 

UPS station and a movie theater multiplex among many 

other amenities.  The RTA Rapid train terminal is on the 

lower concourse of Tower City.  There is also a covered 

skyway connecting this complex to the Gateway Sports 

District which consists of Progressive Field, home of the 

Cleveland Indians baseball team and Quicken Arena, home 

of the Cleveland Cavaliers and LeBron James.  Given 

LeBronôs success, I believe he has a home or two of his 

own!  Tower City also offers free municipal WiFi for 
obsessive internet bloggers and LJ pr0n! ;-) 
 

The Renaissance Hotel connects to Tower City Center 

through the Terminal Tower Lobby.
